Founded in 1936, The Arc of King County is the oldest non-profit organization serving children 
and adults with developmental disabilities and their families in the Greater Puget Sound area, 
and is one of the oldest such organizations in the United States. It is an affiliated chapter 
of The Arc of Washington and The Arc of the United States.  

We work with children and adults with all forms of developmental disabilities and their 
families. Developmental disabilities are conditions that occur prior to the age of 18 and are 
expected to last for life. These include autism, Down syndrome, cerebral palsy, and 
intellectual disabilities.

Each year, we support thousands of children and adults with developmental disabilities, as 
well as family members, advocates, professionals, school districts, and other organizations 
and businesses, through: 

·  Outreach  By increasing the knowledge and competence of the community through 
serving and interacting with people with developmental disabilities and their families. 

·  Advocacy By ensuring that individuals with disabilities and the people who support 
them receive the tools needed to access and influence community resources. 

·  Direct Support  By facilitating the choices, inclusion and skills of people with 
developmental disabilities to live independently in our communities. 
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WHO WE SERVE 
Our community is diverse - from teenagers, new parents and guardians to those 
living independently, senior families or individuals at risk of becoming homeless. 
 

 

Most of our services are free of charge. Read on for an overview of The Arc’s programs and 
services: 

1. HOMELESSNESS PREVENTION PROGRAM  
Homelessness Prevention increases stability and independence in the lives of individuals 
with disabilities who are homeless or at risk of becoming homeless. This is done through 
access to stable housing, representative payeeship, or coordination with other agencies. 

2. INFORMATION AND REFERRAL SERVICES (I/R) 
I/R empowers people with developmental disabilities and their families to resolve 
concerns and access services for themselves through tools like a telephone help-line and 
a 24/7 online resource guide. 

3. KING COUNTY PARENT COALITION (KCPC) 
KCPC is a grass-roots group of parents and family members. The Legislative Forum – 
where legislators hear first-hand from people with disabilities and their families – is the 
largest in the state and is coordinated by KCPC.  

4. KING COUNTY PARTNERSHIP SUPPORTING ADVOCACY 
KCPSA is a regional forum for organizations and people with disabilities to collaborate in 
assisting self advocates to develop a voice in King County and influence systems. 

5. LIFESPAN RESPITE PROGRAM 
Lifespan Respite is a network of respite care developed in communities to give local 
caregivers a break keeping loved ones safe and decreasing medical and emotional costs. 

6. PARENT TO PARENT (P2P) SUPPORT PROGRAM 
P2P is a network of trained volunteer Helping Parents, all of whom have children with 
developmental disabilities. They assist new families through information and referrals, 
New Parent packets, P2P social events, trainings and much more. 

7. THE FAMILY SUPPORT 360° PROGRAM  
Family Support 360° provides family-focused service s and support to improve the quality 
of life for families caring for people with developmental disabilities.  

8. THE SENIOR FAMILY CAREGIVER SUPPORT PROJECT 
This project is for older parents, adult siblings and family members who care for adult 
loved ones with developmental disabilities and are worried about lifelong care issues. 

9. SUPPORTED LIVING SERVICES 

Supported Living supports adults with developmental disabilities to live independently in 
the community.�These services are individualized according to need and personal choice.
